Cercon requires simple clinical protocol similar to conventional fixed prothetic work.
· Insizal reduction 1-1,5 mm

· Axial reduction 0,8-1,5 mm

· Axial walls should taper 6-10 degrees

· Shoulder margin option with rounded angles

· Chamfer margin option with rounded angles
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 Brasseler  “Ergo Prep Set” and  8951KR314.014 no diamond points are recommended for Cercon preparation.
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Occlusal reduction 1,5-2 mm

Axial reduction 0,8-1,5 mm

Occlusal angle between 120-140 degrees
